Verbs come in three tenses: past, present, and future. The past is used to
describe things that have already happened (e.g., earlier in the day, yesterday,
last week, three years ago). The present tense is used to describe things that
are happening right now, or things that are continuous. The future tense
describes things that have yet to happen (e.g., later, tomorrow, next week, next
year, three years from now).

The following table illustrates the proper use of verb tenses:

» Usamos expresiones como: “when”, “as soon as”, “after”, “before”, etc.
Ejemplo: “He started driving before | had fastened my seatbelt”

» Usamos adverbios de tiempo como: “already”, “just”, “never”

Ejemplo: “I had never eaten steak and fish and chips until | came to England.”

Ejemplo: “We are going to have lunch together; would you like to come?”
» Hacemos predicciones del futuro en base a hechos del presente:

Ejemplo: “It’s going to rain tomorrow; | have just seen the forecast.”
